Reliability and validity of the
study. Reproducibility and repeatability. Random and systematic error.
Triangulation. Selection. Inclusion and exclusion criteria when forming a
sample. Sampling methods. Data collection - surveys, interviews,
experiments, observational studies, systematic review. Data verification.
Transcription of the interview. Data analysis - statistical analysis, content
analysis, discourse analysis, thematic analysis, text analysis. Research
ethics. Peer review. Pre-service teachers who demonstrate competence
can: apply research approaches and various research methods in their
activities, based on knowledge of their specific features; develop the
design of the study based on the choice of methodology and analysis; use
various types of information and communication technologies: Internet
resources, cloud and mobile services for the search, storage, processing,
protection and dissemination of information; observe research ethics in
the process of conducting research.

The purpose of this course is the formation of competencies in the areas
of professional development and interaction. To stay up-to-date and be
able to continuously develop themselves and their work, pre-service
teachers acquire new research-based knowledge and conduct practice-
based research in an ethical manner in various networks concerning the
development of education and teacher profession, innovative approaches
to learning, as well as learning and guidance of students. Pre-service
teachers adopt development-oriented mindset and are able to develop,
update and apply innovative teaching approaches and technologies in the
context of ongoing changes in society and the educational environment.
Pre-service teachers design a small-scale research project to familiarize
themselves with research-based development of their work as teachers.
They identify their research topic/questions, conduct the literature review
and design the methodology for the data collection and analysis,
including ethical aspects of research. After the course, pre-service
teachers are able to develop and update their pedagogical activities based
on ethically conducted research and development and carry out or
participate in research projects. They are also able to present their
research and development results using various professional forms and
channels. Pre-service teachers who demonstrate competence can:
« evaluate their own professional activities and work environment to find
areas for improvement;
« apply a research-based approach to their professional activities and
carry out independent research work;
« consider and apply ethical aspects of research procedures;
« apply critical thinking in data collection and utilization for the
development of initial teacher education;
* participate in scientific design research and / or develop cooperation
between universities and stakeholders;
« document their own research activities and present the results using
various forms of communication.
