During the course, the student acquires skills in the written presentation of
scientific ideas for the preparation of articles, reports, and other academic
materials, as well as in the oral presentation of research findings within the
academic community. The student improves their ability to read original
scientific texts by foreign authors and to translate professional information,
which contributes to the assimilation of international scientific experience.

Within the framework of the discipline, the prerequisites for
the emergence and stages of development of the modernist and postmodern
worldviews, the main aesthetic attitudes, genre transformations, and artistic
techniques characteristic of each trend are studied. The master's student
reveals in detail the manifestations of modernism and postmodernism in the
new Turkish literature and conducts a critical analysis of literary texts.
